We recommend lodging in the city center, which is minutes away from the World 

Forestry Center. By car, take Highway 26 West to the Zoo/World Forestry Center exit.  

Parking is free. Both the city center and World Forestry Center campus are also easily 

accessible via the MAX urban light rail. From the Portland airport, the Max Red Line 

leaves every 15 minutes to the city center. From the city center, board the MAX Blue 

Line headed west (to Hillsboro). Exit at the Washington Park station and you will be 

directly in front of the World Forestry Center.
